It offers opportunities for all students to 
build a solid foundation in language and literacy, broaden their 
knowledge and skills and develop their identities as critically 
literate learners.  This approach allows students to make 
informed decisions in choosing future English courses based 

on their interests and in support of their future plans for 
apprenticeship training, university, college or the workplace. 

English Locally Developed, ENG1L

This course provides foundational literacy and 
communication skills to prepare students for success in their 
daily lives and in the workplace. The course is organized by 
strands that develop listening and talking skills, reading and 
viewing skills, and writing skills. In all strands, the focus is on 
developing foundational literacy skills and on using language 
clearly and accurately in a variety of authentic contexts. 
Admission into this course is conditional upon 
recommendations made by staff.
