The Provincial Freeman was published from March 24, 1853 to September 20, 1857, first in Windsor, then in Toronto and Chatham. Published weekly, it advocated equality, integration and self-education for Black people in Canada and the United States. It was co-edited by Mary Ann Shadd Cary, the first Black woman publisher in North America and the first woman publisher in Canada, and the Reverend Samuel Ringgold Ward (1817-1867).
