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7. Questions

What will be the enrolment at Tecumseh Vista?

e  There will be 1200 students on 27 acreages.

Is there a formula for funding when building a new school?

e Elementary $171.65 per square foot

e Secondary $187.25 per square foot

Is it realistic to have a 1300 student population on 8 acres?

e  When adding up population from different schools you have look at the structure and layout of the building.

What is the enrolment at Giles Campus French Immersion?

e There are currently 400 students registered, but we anticipate 600 students over the next 5 years.

Is there a square footage per pupil formula?

e Square footage per pupil is now a variable number based on pupil population. As an example, a 300 pupil
place elementary school would be allowed 125.8 square foot per student and a 500 pupil place elementary
school would be allowed 111.3 square foot per student.

How much does it cost to renovate a school?

e That all depends on the renovation.

Will parking be an issue at Century?

e Currently Century has three parking lots.

How many students are currently in French Immersion in the secondary panel?

e There are approximately 300 students.

Why do Dougall students feed into Forster and not Kennedy?

e Dougall students feeding into Forster occurred when Lowe closed. A number of reasons one of which was to
help with enrolment.

Can the committee explore another community for the French Immersion site?

¢ The committee can explore that, but we need to need to find a site for this area which has been under serviced.

Is Marlborough or Forster on the heritage list?
